Dear Members of the Committee,

I am writing to request that my sections of PSY 300: Social Psychology be approved as a Writing-Intensive
General Education course starting the Fall 2008 semester. This course has already been approved as a General Education
course, and | believe that transforming it into a WI course would only require a few additions and changes.

Social Psychology introduces students to theories and empirical findings that explain how people are influenced
by their social environment. It is a course that is easily translated into students’ everyday experiences and is therefore
accessible to students from any background or interest area. The original format of this course involved several writing
assignments, all of which required critical thinking skills, but I have further revised the course to include more
assignments and opportunities for revising older drafts (the total of the writing assignments will be worth about 54% of
their grade). The revised version will incorporate a) exams with short essay questions, b) short responses to lecture
material, c) chapter summaries, and d) two papers (please refer to the attached assignments and explanation for more
details). Each of these assignments assesses students’ ability to understand the material, think critically about the
information they receive, and write their arguments in a clear and concise manner. Students will also receive extra credit
opportunities, which will require further writing and critical thinking.

Please review the attached assignments and explanation for how each supports the Writing-Intensive criteria. | am
looking forward to this opportunity to improve our students’ writing abilities, and | appreciate the support offered to
faculty through this initiative.

Explanations for Assignments
Social Psychology (PSY 300)
Jonathan S. Gore

As noted in the syllabus, 1 will assess students’ writing and critical thinking skills through a variety of
assignments. As mentioned in the cover letter, these assignments make up 215 out of the total 400 possible
points for the course (53.75% of their final grade). Each of these assignments provides a specific type of writing
experience, all of which | believe are crucial for students to improve their writing abilities. The following is an
explanation of the proposed assignments, and how they are aligned with the critical thinking and written
communication rubrics for the TCAC program.
Exams

The course will assess students’ knowledge and application of the material through four unit exams and
a cumulative final exam. The unit exams will include 40 multiple choice questions and two, 5-point short essay
questions (see attached exam). These short answer questions assess students’ ability to recognize concepts,
evaluate problems and offer solutions using social psychological theories. These questions will address the
comprehension, application, analysis, recognition of perspectives, synthesis, and interpretation/evaluation
components of the Critical Thinking rubric. They will also address the critical thinking and control of written
language components of the Written Communication rubric. As noted in the attached exam, students will be
expected to address all of the conceptual issues of the question while maintaining a cohesive, written argument.
The short essay questions will be worth 40 points total (10% of their final grade).
Papers

Students’ writing and critical thinking will be thoroughly assessed through two papers, each of which
will undergo a revision process. The first paper will ask students to outline and critique a research article from a
social psychology journal (see attached assignment). As noted on the assignment, students will be asked to a)
outline the article, b) explain how other scientific fields, institutions, or businesses could use the information, c)
integrate the findings in the article with relevant information they learned in class, d) critique the methodology
in the design while using the correct terminology to do so, and e) maintain an evaluative tone throughout the

critique rather than re-summarizing the article’s content. This assignment addresses the comprehension,



application, analysis, and interpretation/evaluation components of the Critical Thinking rubric. These data have
been and will continue to be available as an outcome assessment for this course. They will also be assessed
through the rhetorical knowledge, critical thinking, control of written language and integration components of
the Written Communication rubric. Students will also be assessed on how well they revise their original draft
after receiving feedback from me. They will submit the outline, the first draft and the revised draft on separate
occasions so they may receive feedback from me on their progress (see attached Draft Checklist). The first
paper is worth 60 points (15% of their final grade)

The second paper will ask students to apply concepts from social psychology to explain the content of
scenes in a popular movie of their choosing (see attached assignment). As noted in the assignment, students will
be graded on a) their ability to define the concept from class, b) their description of a specific piece of evidence
from the film, c) their ability to synthesize the definition of the concept with the elements from the scene,
justifying why the scene reflects the concept, and d) their ability to establish cohesive and clear arguments
throughout the paper. This paper assignment addresses the comprehension, application, identification of
evidence and synthesis components of the Critical Thinking rubric. It also addresses the four components of the
Written Communication rubric mentioned above. Students will also receive feedback from me on a first draft
(similar to the Draft Checklist for Paper #1) and will be graded on the quality of revisions in the final draft. The
second paper is worth 40 points (10% of their final grade).

Chapter Summaries

Students will be asked to summarize and evaluate the material presented in five textbook chapters (see
attached assignments). Each assignment will ask students to a) outline and summarize the chapter in their own
words, b) define a concept in the chapter and apply it to their own lives, and ¢) summarize and critique a
research study presented in the chapter. These assignments address the comprehension, application, analysis,
synthesis, and interpretation/evaluation components of the Critical Thinking rubric. They also address the
control of written language component of the Written Communication rubric. The chapter assignments are
worth a total of 50 points (12.5% of their final grade).

Quick Responses



Students will be given a Quick Response slip at 25 random points in the course, which will ask them to
either a) think of something they learned from the lecture or film presented in that particular class, or b) ask a
question they had about the lecture or film. They are also asked to write their responses in complete sentences.
Although this will be used partly to take attendance, it will also give students the opportunity to absorb the
material and get more practice writing their ideas in coherent sentences. These assignments will mostly address
the comprehension component of the Critical Thinking rubric and the control of written language component of
the Written Communication rubric. The quick responses are worth a total of 25 points (6.25% of their total
grade).
Extra Credit Assignments

Students will also receive some opportunities to earn extra credit (these points are not factored into the
53.75% mentioned earlier since not every student is required to complete these assignments) through one of
three ways. The first of these assignments asks them to participate in a research study, summarize what
happened, and evaluate their experience (see attached assignment). Participants will be allowed to participate in
up to five hours of research studies (each hour of participation is worth one point), and the written responses are
due by the end of the semester. The second type of assignment asks students to complete a short survey, score
their responses and analyze their own scores based on what we discussed in lecture that day (see attached
assignment). These in-class extra credit assignments are worth one point each. The third type of assignment
asks students to behave a particular way in public and note other people’s reactions to their behavior (see
attached assignment). These out-of-class extra credit assignments are worth two points each.
Summary

I believe that Social Psychology can easily become a writing-intensive course with the implementation
of these assignments. Students will get a variety of writing experiences, all of which will benefit them in other
classes and in their career. It is my goal that each student who completes the course will have a better

understanding of social psychology and the confidence to write papers of high quality.

For this assignment, you will be asked to outline and critique an empirical journal article from the list below:
o Personality and Social Psychology Bulletin
o Journal of Applied Social Psychology
o Journal of Experimental Social Psychology

(Please do NOT use an article from the World Wide Web)

STEP ONE: Choose the article

There are several different ways to do this. You could go to one of the journals listed below and browse for an interesting
article. Or, you could find one that was mentioned in the text or class and read that one (the citations for all the articles in
the text are in the back of the book). Or, you could use a computer-based search engine to find an article on a particular
topic that you find interesting (go to http://www.library.eku.edu/articles/title/nr.php, then click PsycINFO). My best advice
is to try to find an article that is interesting to you. This will make this assignment easier and more fun.

STEP TWO: Outline the article (Due September 19. The outline is worth 10 points)
In case you are not familiar with outlining, outlines contain brief statements organized in a hierarchical fashion. They
usually have headings, and subheadings, and subsubheadings, etc., along with more sentence-like statements. They may
look something like this:
I.  Major heading (perhaps something like, “Method”)

A. Subheading (perhaps something like, “Participants™)

B. Subheading (perhaps something like, “Procedure™)

1. Statement (perhaps something like, “Participants first filled out several questionnaires...”)

Your outline should cover the ENTIRE journal article. You will need to read the entire article very carefully in order to
outline it fully. The outline should contain enough detail that I could read it and know what topic the article is about (the
introduction), what they did to study it (the Methods section), what they found (the Results section), and what they think
it means (the Discussion section). You do not need to include means, standard deviations, p values, or other statistics in
your outline. It’s more important to demonstrate that you understand the results than it is to be able to tell me a bunch of
numbers. Your outline could easily be 4 pages long. I will evaluate your outline on its completeness and clarity.

STEP THREE: Critigue the article (First Draft is Due October 1; Revised Draft is Due October 24)
Next, I’d like you to provide your own commentary on the article. This section is more important than the outline, so
please devote appropriate attention and effort to this section.

Here are some things you must consider:

- How does this article apply to other fields of science? How does it apply to the real world and your own life? Be
specific on how it applies.

- What are some problems with their methodology? Go BEYOND problems with the sample, such as possible
confounds, social desirability, determining causation, external validity, etc.

- How does this research apply to what we learned in class (other than the research lectures)? INTEGRATE these
findings with what we already know. Specify concepts, effects, research findings, etc. from lecture and the book.

- Additional things you can bring up: Do you think the topic of the research is important? Can you think of any
implications of the research that the authors did not state? How do the results of the research relate to your life?
Who should be the most interested in these results (besides psychologists)? Do you think this study was ethical?

This section should be AT LEAST three WHOLE pages in length. | know what half a page looks like. This section

should contain mostly YOUR IDEAS, but you need to specify sections of the article that you are referring to.

FORMAT

The expected length for this paper is 3-4 pages for the outline, and 3-5 pages for the critique, and must be typed (double
spaced, 1 inch margins). Your critique is an essay, and grammar and structure is important (and will be graded). Please
also turn in the copy of the article you read (it’s ok if you have notes and/or highlighting all over it).

Your outline will be graded on thoroughness (i.e., all sections and subsections are included),

summarizing the sections in your own words, and your understanding of the information in the
article. This part is worth 10 points.

CONCEPTUAL CRITERIA FOR THE CRITIQUE

While I’m reading your critique, | will give you a rating from 1 to 4 on five dimensions (see

below). The sum of these five ratings will then be doubled to give you the total points for
this paper. Thus, the most amount of points you can get will be 40, and the least amount of
points you can get will be 0 (but I don’t think anyone will get a score this low!). These
points will only be tallied on the final draft, not the first draft.

It will also be based on the
writing mechanics of the paper based on the writing criteria mentioned above. You will be
asked to include your earlier draft and checklist with the final paper (as well as the original
article). Including all of these elements with your final paper, and adequately revising the

paper based on the recommendations, will be worth 10 points.

It is very important that you take this paper seriously, so | encourage you to come by with

guestions as soon as they come up.

Extra Credit #7 (2 points)
“Social Influence in Action”

For this assignment, you can take your pick of one of six activities to do in the “real
world.” Each activity refers to one of the six social influence principles, and each has its
own rules for what you need to do. Be sure to report the reactions of others and remember
to KEEP IT LEGAL!

NOTE: PLEASE ANSWER ALL OF THE QUESTIONS TO GET FULL CREDIT

Reciprocity Activity “The Old Give and Take...and Take”

Offer to do something nice for someone you know. After you’ve completed this act of
altruism, ask this person for a favor, then another, then another. See how many favors
you can get this person to do for you, referring back to your initial favor if challenged.
Once you’ve hit their limit, apologize for taking advantage and explain the reciprocity
rule to them. Then, answer the following questions:

1. What was your initial favor? How many favors did this person do for you? What
were they?

2. How long did it take this person to realize he or she was being manipulated (if at
all)? How angry did this person get?

3. Do you think this would have worked better or worse with someone you didn’t
know? Explain.

Consistency Activity “I Dare You”

When around your friends and/or family, act completely out of character for at least one
hour in their presence. If you’re usually happy, act sad. If you’re usually quiet, BE
LOUD! If you’re usually calm, be stressed out. Note how often these close others react




unfavorably to you and want you to change back. When you’re done, reassure them that
you haven’t lost your mind. Then, answer the questions below.

1. How many times did people ask you if you are OK, or ask why you are acting so
weird? How did they react to you unfavorably?

2. How much pressure did you feel from them?

3. How difficult was it to not revert back to your “old self?”

Social Proof Activity “Follow the Flock”

For this one, you need to employ some friends or family members to be in on the gag.
Your assignment for this one is to publicly act in a way that gets other people to follow.
Usually the more normal the behavior is, the better (e.g., walking backwards might not
work, but walking with your heads turned sideways might; talking in another language
might not work, but talking with an accent might). See how many other people follow
suit, and answer the questions below.

1. What was the behavior? How many people did you employ to be in on it? How
long did you all engage in the behavior?

2. How many people did you notice mimicking your behavior?

3. Did anyone realize they were being tricked? If so, why do you think they weren’t
fooled? If not, why do you think it worked so well?

Liking Activity “Flattery Will Get You Everywhere”

The first step for this assignment is to pick someone you know and compliment them on
an aspect that they think is very important (e.g., looks, achievement, health, etc.). After
you’ve boosted their ego, ask them for a favor right away. Try this again on two other
people, but make the time between the compliment and the favor longer each time. After
you explain to them your intentions, answer the questions below:

1. What was the compliment and the favor for Person #1? Person #2? Person #3?

2. What was the lag time between the compliment and the favor for Person #1? #2?
#3?

3. Did the time lag make a difference in whether they did the favor for you or not? If
so, why do you think that is? If not, explain why.

Scarcity Activity “Supplies Are Limited”

For this assignment, you need to try to tell someone you know that you heard an
everyday object (e.g., pencil, paperclips, 8 ¥2 X 11 paper, etc.) is going to be
discontinued. Tell them you are going to go to the store to get some, and see how many
they want you to get for them (make sure they promise to pay you back). After you
reassure them that your Chicken Little story was made up, answer the questions below:

1. What was the object? How did you explain its sudden disappearance?
2. How many of these objects did your friend ask for? What other reactions did they
have?



3. Do you think this would have worked as well with someone else or with another
type of object? Explain why or why not.

Authority Activity “Respect My Authori-tah!”

Find a store (e.g., clothes, restaurant, etc.) that has at least two locations in town. Pick
two of these stores. At each location, you are going to go in, and explain that you are
conducting a study seeing how local stores advertise with coupons and if you can get
some free samples of their coupons (the more the better). At the first location, dress in
some of the shabbiest clothes you have and introduce yourself by your first name.
